“Noted” in the minutes.

Barbara M. made a motion to accept the minutes with the

Financials - The July 2011 financials were presented by
Robin O. for review and discussion. Lou L. gave ISR’s an update
regarding last year’s financial position and the problems en-
countered in trying to communicate this information to the indi-
vidual groups. Lou confirmed that even though WSO requires a
year’s prudent reserve, this is not a requirement for Intergroup.
He also advised that we are currently about where we were a
year ago.

Discussion followed regarding income and expenses, es-
pecially the year-to-year comparison:

*Telephone expense — One Spanish line and one additional line
have been terminated

*Payroll expense - has been reduced by app. $11,000 a year by
a change in the scheduling of office staff

*Insurance — Robin confirmed that the 2010 insurance expense
was booked in 2009

*Computer — part of this expense has been moved to the Inter-
net expense to make it clearer

*Donations - Joyce Y. noted that donations are down due to
there being only one Face-to-Face held in 2009 and 2010.

Barbara mentioned that she thought the communications
from Lonnee and the Al-Anews were a tremendous help in com-
municating to the individual groups.

Joyce Y. — Al-Anews Editor — noted that the first publication
was sent via first class mail — in order to cut costs, the next was
sent via email to the DR’s for distribution as well as all ISR’s on
record at the Intergroup office — she also confirmed that the last
four issues are available on the website — She encouraged
everyone to ask people to participate in contributing to the Al-
Anews and in getting more of the word out to the individual
groups

Jan U. — commented that as Secretary for her group, she
